Principles
· It is too late for 1.5 degrees. We are on track for just above 2.
· It’s not only climate change. Climate change is only one manifestation of western consumption. Global pollution and excessive land clearing is the cause. Global injustice is the result. Climate change is a subset of global pollution and land clearing.

· Fictitious solutions and green-washing are not helpful and part of the problem.
· Environmental injustice caused by western consumption needs to be reversed.
· I am not sure what this means. Which hierarchies?
· We work transparently means ?
· We are apolitical and owe loyalty to no political party or ideology.

My suggestions are in italics. 

1 Preamble

what life in a (climate)? just society

“To do this, solutions must come from below.“ Do your solutions come from below or from government legislation?

2 Just reproduction, production and consumption

I would remove the emphasis on green house gases and change it to global pollution. 

What does just reproduction mean? Is it having babies? 

2.2.1 Basic Income. 
A very good idea, one that will be inevitable but it will need government intervention and legislation. There is no need for any research to be done as it already has been done and is well documented. In fact since 1795 with the Speedhamland system and following parliamentary reports.

 “The existence of all people is secured by this, so that no one has to be afraid of losing the (arrow) basis of existence through climate protection measures.” I do not know what this means exactly, perhaps an example is required. 
2.2.2 Socially just redistribution
The implementation is a list of required parliamentary legislation or regulation. This comes from above, not from below.

2.2.3 Encourage care activities

This problem is well-know in Australia and getting worse as the population ages and as neo-liberal privatisation takes over the economy.

Your solutions require government legislation but maybe small steps by the people can be taken. Local co-operatives in child and age care are possible except governments and their paymasters will try and stop co-operatives.

2.2.4 Equalize urban-rural gap.

How landscapes are used is a problem facing Australia at the moment. The destruction of national parks and farm lands in the last fires, (about 1/3 the size of Germany) has raised questions about land use. Should it be all farmed, so minimising bush fires, or should it be planted to trees, minimising emissions?

What does the phrase “clammy communities” mean in English?

“How can the implementation look like” should read “what does the implementation look like”.
We have been trying to implement local production in our area for a while now but it has proved unpopular because people prefer to go to the supermarket. This is a common problem with all products. People prefer cheapness over quality, novelty over durability and they do not care if they buy goods from countries without human rights. 

If you want local production, throw the iphone or ipads away as they cannot be produced locally. Cars, trains, planes or anything more complex than a blacksmiths products needs to come from out of area. This needs to be factored in.

2.3.1 Regulation of the financial market.

The suggested measures all require government intervention and legislation.

2.3.2 Ending harmful subsidies

 All require government intervention and legislation.

2.3.3 Corporate governance.

Corporate governance is a contradiction in terms.  Measures require government legislation.

2.3.5 Maximum income

You suggest 30 times a basic income. No one person is worth 30 times more than another.
The head of ICI, at that time the world’s largest chemical company, in the 1980’s received no performance bonus and no golden handshake. He was on wages. The rise and rise of the performance bonus has led to grossly inflated and unjust distribution. It was not always so.
In discussions with a local doctors we came up with a figure of 5-10 times the median income and this would be for people with special skills, such as surgeons or scientists or mathematicians. Not bankers, lawyers or celebrities.

2.3.6 Reduction of working hours.

Requires government intervention.

2.4.1 Product and advertising regulation.

Advertising restriction requires government intervention.

Durable goods is the only suggestion so far in this book where the ordinary person can make a difference and only if they refuse to buy poorly manufactured goods from countries with no human rights.

2.4.2 Ecological Tax reform

Requires government intervention.

2.4.3 deconstruction of harmful production and consumption.

This is the kernel of the whole exercise, stopping consumption and redirecting resources and wealth to poorer countries.

The suggested measures are all top-down restraints on bad behaviour. This has yet to be seen to work. 

My suggestion is to turn your backs on the western economy, stop buying stuff, stop consuming stuff. Tell your friends to do the same. This will slow down the western economy and so slow down global pollution. Take affirmative action yourselves.

2.4.4 Establishment of global limits.

We know this. It’s 2-3 tonnes of CO2 per annum.  The same amount as driving a small car for a year or a one way cattle class flight to Australia. Perhaps you could work out a citizen’s budget for germany.
2.4.5 Abolishing GDP as an indicator of economic progress.
